SEPTA public transit

Philadelphia’s public transportation system, SEPTA, connects the city and 
surrounding counties with subways, buses, trolleys, and trains.  
It’s affordable, accessible, and bike-friendly. Key options include:

• �Broad Street Line (subway): Convenient for getting around Center City

• �Regional Rail: For trips to neighborhoods like Chestnut Hill & Manayunk

PHLASH downtown loop
The colorful PHLASH buses are an affordable 
way to explore the city:

• $2 per ride or $5 for an all-day pass.
• Operates daily service from May – September
